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PREFACE & acknowledgem ents 

 
This is the final version of a report which has had a long gestation period. The actual 

study was completed in July 2013.  All people and organisations who had 

contributed towards the report were invited to the Pump House Gallery, Battersea 

Park on 25 th July together with the volunteers who had been involved for the 

duration of the project and members of the Community Audit Steering Team ( CAST) 

steering group. A draft report w as presented to an audience of 25  people at this 

meeting and comments receive d at this meeting and other e -mail correspondence 

from contributors was incorporated in a further draft.  

This draft was widely distributed and presented at Battersea Forum on 23rd October 

10-12 at ASDA . Following this and 2 other lively and informative  mee tings it was 

agreed that several organisations that had been overlooked or felt misrepresented 

in the draft would be included either as part of the main body of the report or 

invited to add an appendix to the report. This has now been done and this 

documen t represents the final version of the report.  

Essentially a Community Audit can only represent a snapshot of the area studied. 

The time taken inevitably leads to some developments and events taking place and 

overtaking the report and its conclusions. For t his particular study the reader should 

be aware of the following ongoing developments which will have an impact upon 

the study area.  

¶ Wandsworth Councilõs plans to redevelop the Winstanley and York Gardens 

Estates. 

¶ The progress of Big Local SW11 as it nears  the completion of the final stages to 

secure the £1million investment.  

¶ Katherine Low Settlements plans arising from the survey which took place in 

parallel with this audit.  

¶ London Citizens ongoing work with Greater Winstanley Peoples Organisation 

(GWPO) Surrey Lane Peoples Organisation (SLPO) and  member organisations 

(mainly faith based) in the study area.  

Where there has  been progress relating to various recommendations these have 

been added as footnotes to the relevant recommendatio n. 
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TAKING THE REPORT FORWARD i.e. MANAGING THE LEGACY 

As one colleague commented ôIn my experience the end of a written report is the 

beginning of implementing it. An equal amount of work needs to go into the 

research as it does the dissemination. Iõm sure youõre thinking careful about how to 

communicate and share it with targeted audiences and the methods by which you 

might achieve that õ Nothing better summarises the task before us. Reports can 

gather dust - making sure they reach and remain in the sight of future planners 

(p ublic or voluntary sector) in N.Battersea is of critical importance  

To achieve this WCA needs to take the following steps:  

Offer a lead role in implementing the recommendations of the report. This involves 

establishing close partnerships (mainly within Bat tersea Forum membership). This will 

mainly be with voluntary sector or community organisations and their beneficiaries. 

WCA will also be sharing the report with statutory bodies and organisations who feed 

into strategic consultation processes e.g.  

¶ Wandswo rth C linical Commissioning Group  (funders of this study) - 

including sign off of report  

¶ Wandsworth Council - Various departments although it might be 

sensible to approach via lead councillors and CEO who in turn could 

pass to various departments.  

¶ Integrated Health & Social Care Commissioner  

¶ Healthw atch Wandsworth - at Board level.  

 

WCA will also share this report with  

¶ Potential Charitable Trust funders e.g. Lloyds TSB; Trust for London; 

Tudor Trust; City Bridge Trust; Esmee Fairbairn; Garfield Weston; Joseph 

Rowntree (latter included as a possible funder for further audits in 

Wandsworth - or beyond as part of their support to ôseek to better 

understand the causes of social difficulties and ways of overcoming  

themõ [At this stage this is not an exhaustive list.] 

¶ Every participating and ônamed organisationõ as they may wish to use 

the report as a platform for their own development and fundraising.  

 

WCA would also like to see a ôN. Battersea Asset Registerõ compiled as an outcome 

of this work. Currently it lacks th e capacity to do this and would welcome the 

collective efforts of Battersea Forum membership to achieve this.  

 

Not included as an appendix to this report is a separate paper ôVolunteer 

participation in Community Auditsõ. The N. Battersea Audit pioneered th is approach 

in Wandsworth and WCA would like to explore ways in which this innovation could 

be an integral part of future audits - throughout its active stages and beyond to 

include volunteers as an integral part of ôManaging the Audit Legacyõ 
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Personal note from Mac Downes co- author of report. 
 
Unless persuaded otherwise this is my last community audit after 15 interesting years walking the 

streets of various parts of South London and beyond. I am grateful to WCA and the CCG for 

supporting this piece of work. This is the first audit working with volunteer community auditors- it 

has been an interesting journey.

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1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 

The N. Battersea C ommunity A udit was based upon ôwalkaboutsõ and interviews held 

betwe en October 2012 and July 2013. A  large portion of the work was undertaken by a team 

of volunteers trained and led by Sarah E llison, Development Manager , WCA  & Mac Downes 

an Accredited Social Auditor contracted by WCA. Following a series of consultative 

meetings with contributors to the Audit findings and other interested parties , the final report 

was published in February 2014. The project was overseen by a Comm unity Audit Strategic 

Team (CAST). 

SECTIONS 2 & 3 (THE AUDIT EXPLAINED)  describe  the driving principles behind the study i.e.  

¶ Meeting people where they are and help take them where they will want to be.  

¶ Providing local people with an opportunity to expl ore and describe what keeps them 

well and adds to their general sense of well -being and being in control of their lives.  

¶ Making recommendations to public service providers, voluntary sector and 

community organisations in light of evidence received.  

 

The process is described i.e.  

 

¶ Collection of relevant objective statistics relating  to the area with particular relevance to

¶ Assessing physical community assets or ini tiatives that may exist or are being planned

area (or nearby)  

¶  Produce a written report and present it to a core group with an intention of delivering  

the  final report to a larger audience.  

 

The development stages of the report are described toget her with 3 basic enquiry 

parameters which helped build up an understanding of:

¶ The needs within the organisation - the needs of the communities they worked with

These valuable partnerships enabled  a fuller understanding of social conditions in N,

The geographical area is described with particular reference to areas of high density social 

housing i.e. Winstanley;  York Garde ns; Kamabala;  Doddington & Rollo;  Battersea Fields;  

Savona, Patmore &  Carey Gardens;  Robertson Street;  Surrey Lanes; Badric Court;  Somerset;  

Falcon and Ethelburga;  Clapham Junction Estate( also known as St.Johnõs Hill) . The ones 

shown in bold were determi ned as ôAreas of likely concernõ (ALCõs) the parameters for this 

designation are defined in Section 5   

For the ALCõs descriptions of the challenges facing residents are given together with a 

description of organisations and initiatives that could be determ ined as assets. Some 

potential solutions and case studies  are also highlighted  

Reference is also made to transport links & getting about the area  

SECTION 6 ISSUES EMERGING FROM STUDY & BARRIERS TO WELL BEING 

As a preface this outlines the ways in which th e Community Audit process can complement 

the statistical analysis of an area and become a significant driver in the planning and

In 2012 Wandsworth NHS (n ow 

Wandsworth Clinical Com missioning 

Group) commissioned Wandsworth 

Care Alliance (WCA) to look closely at 

local need s in North Battersea through a 

Community Audit.  

A Community Audit is a study of the 

social/ health needs and assets within a 

geographical area or community of 

interest. It identifies potential action 

which may be taken by an approp riate 

public services provider(s), voluntary 

sector organisations and/or local 

businesses working in partnership with 

ôcommunity activeõ residents within that 

area to improve social/ health 

conditions . 

The driving principles behind this study 

were:  

¶ Meeting people where they 

are and help take them where 

they will want to be.  

 

¶ Providing local people with an 

opportunity to explore  and 

describe what keeps them 

well and adds to their general 

sense of well -being and being 

in control of their lives . 

 

¶ Making recommendatio ns to 

public service providers, 

voluntary sector and 

community organisations in 

light of evidence received.

Services that are designed to meet 

someoneõs needs rarely support  

their capacity for creativity, 

enterprise, contribution and personal 

enr ichment. A primary objective of 

this study is to uncover the visible 

and invisible (and often overlooked ) 

strengths and resources which exist in 

North Battersea which can help 

uncover and inform solutions and 

local priorities for action.  

 

In order to do t his we have selected 

a number of case studies of 

organisations, initiatives and 

potential assets which exist in North 

Battersea and which we think should 

be recognised, valued and built 

upon for the future. We have tried to 

identify in brief what makes the se 

initiatives a success and identify 

some key lessons which will inform 

future innovation and action.  These 

Case Studies are not exhaustive and 

a more comprehensive list of assets 

will be produced at  a later stage.  

 

 Furthermore, in the 

Recommendations s ection we have 

identified additional initiatives which 

exist beyond Battersea and which 

based on our assessment of the 
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current situation, could be replicated 

to great effect in the study area.  

 

The recommendations we have 

made are based on a qualitative 

assessment of the information 

gathered at both walk about and 

interview stage, through our partner 

organisations (see Section  3.

The Community Audit, described in 

this report, took place between 

October 2012 and July 2013  and  

included the following:  

 

 

This work was undertaken by an 

accredited Social Auditor wh o 

reported back to a Community Audit 

Strategic Team (CAST) which 

included membership from the 

commissioning body.  

The Community Auditor conducted 

the work within a team which included 

the WCA Development Manager and 7 

recruited volunteers within the locali ty 

who were trained as Community 

Auditors and contributed in varying 

degrees towards completion of the 

Audit.  

The training offered  covered the 

following areas and was delivered at 

appropriate stages throughout the 

audit.  In the future, with additional 

resources we would aim to deliver the 

italicised elements.  

¶ Observing the local environment  

¶ Accessing and interpreting data  

¶ Persuading people to contribute  

¶ Interviewing skills - face to face; by 

telephone; vox pop; group discussion  

¶ Questionnaire   design, 

distribution and analysis  

¶ Understanding how Public 

Services function at Macro and Micro 

levels 

¶ Working within a team ð reporting 

to the team; reporting to CAST  

 

This Community Audit was a 

departure from past practice where  

1 person (the Community Auditor) 

was responsible for the whole 

process with regular reports back to 
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a management group. The  benefits 

of the refinements were  largely 

through engagement of 7 trained 

volunteers with a direct local interest 

in the outcomes of the report and 

sharing responsibility  for the project 

with the WCA Project Development 

Manager.  

 At the end of the process people 

who live and/ or work  in the area 

studied will have:  

¶ The Social Audit d ocument and  

supporting evidence gathered during 

the Audit.  

¶ 3-7 trained volunteers who 

contri buted towards the report and wish

The Community Audit Team worked in 

the following order:  

1. Recruitment and initi al training of 

volunteers  

 

2. Physical exploration of the area in 

order to locate centres of 

community support and note the 

presence (or absence) of 

community facilities within the 

area. From this and subsequent 

enquiries a ôNorth  Battersea 

Community Asset Re gisterõ will be  

compiled and fed into 

appropriate databases  at a later 

date . 

 

3. Contacted and interviewed 

people delivering and 

(potentially) receiving community 

support within the area - the 

priority was to seek the views of 

people living and/or working in 

the area . 

 

4. Collected information from other 

recent research in the area and 

linked up with other initiatives 

taking place or emerging within 

our study timeframe.  

 

5. Collated and analysed the 

material collected, and drew 

conclusions about local needs, 

services , issues and gaps in 

services.  This included follow up 

enquiries  

 

6. Presentation of  the report with 

recommendations made in light 

of the research . 

 

Enquiries and meetings were 

reasonably open ended. We 

ôprimedõ contributors by making an 

information leaflet  available. This was 

in two  versions ð one i n ôEasy Readõ. 

[Appendix 2 Questionnaire pro 

formas]  

 

Some questionnaires were 

complet ed but the majority of 

interviews were 1 ð 1 or group 

discussions with a second member of 

the team taking notes or the 

intervie wer using a recorder device.  

Most groups preferred a general 

discussion based u pon three basic 

parameters:  

 

¶ 3 things you like about living in 

Battersea  
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¶ 3 things you donõt like/feel 

could be improved  

¶ 3 wishes for Battersea  

 

 Interviews with Service Provider s or 

community group leaders  were also 

carried out. These interviews helped 

build up an understanding of : 

 

¶ The services offered to the 

local community by the 

intervieweeõs organisation. 

 

¶ The needs within the 

organisation  and  the needs of 

the communities th ey worked 

with  

 

¶ Their aspirations and 

suggestions for future projects 

and solutions.  

 

As the research progressed and 

certain overriding needs within the 

area emerged , more specific 

enquiries were made by interviewers. 

Towards the end of the research 

hypoth etical recommendations 

were explored. It was also possible to 

connect one or two potential 

partner organisations  and extract 

suggested solutions and examples of 

what works well.  

 

 

Partnership working  

Wandsworth Arts were interested in 

public awareness and perception of 

the Pump House gallery in Battersea 

Park and this enquiry was included in 

interviews.  A brief report has been 

included within Section  6a (vii) 

ôGreen Spacesõ 

As the Community Audit progressed 

we learned of other community 

enquiries in the st udy area and we 

entered into partnerships to share 

information.  

 

¶ Katherine Low Settlement  (KLS)1 

is in the midst of an ambitious 

ôCommunity Wiseõ project . In 

summary the project involved  

listening to local co mmunities, 

exploring potential 

partnerships and exploring 

how KLS can best work with 

and provide for its local 

community. The project will 

feed in to their new 3 year 

strategy and plan.

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4. THE STUDY AREA  

 
 

 
 

 

(A) The geographical area  

North Battersea roughly equates with Queenstown, St . Maryõs Park, Latchmere 

and Shaftesbury Wards in the London Borough of Wandsworth. To the north , the 

area is bounded by the River Thames with the river bank running upstream f rom 

the far eastern end of Nine  Elms Lane to Wandsworth Bridge. T he southern most 

boundary  has been taken from Wandsworth Town Station up St . Johnõs Hill and 

along Wandsworth Road until it reaches the Lambeth border near Thessaly 

Road. Some facilities and housing to the southernmost boundary of this line have 

been included. From  Wandsworth Road  the Wandsworth /Lambeth border takes 

an irregu lar north easterly path to Nine  Elms Lane.  

Historically Battersea as a whole is a much larger area including Northcote ward 

to the south. It is often overshadowed by Clapham Junction Station which older 

Batter sea residents will tell you is in Battersea and not vice versa!  

The postcode for the study area is SW11 in its entirety and part of SW8, which is 

shared by parts of the London Borough of Lambeth (Vauxhall, South Lambeth 

and part of Stockwell.)  
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(B) Brief description of the 

area North Battersea is an area of 

marked socio -economic contrasts - 

often within close proximity. 

Increasingly and often to the 

consternation of ôold Batterseaõ 

residents the communities are 

divided and separated by riverside 

developmen ts that aspire towards life 

across the Thames in Chelsea with 

many areas infiltrated by short term 

tenants living in properties owned by 

private landlords. There are some 

large estates in the area with multi 

story high -rise flats. The principal ones 

are:  

¶ Winstanley & York Gardens 

Estates 

¶ Doddington and Rollo 

Estate 

¶ Savona/Patmore/Carey 

Gardens Estates  

¶ Surrey Lanes/Somerset 

Estates 

¶ Clapham Junction Estate 

also known as St. Johnõs Hill 

Estate 

 

Because of their sheer size these are 

identified as the 5 principa l estates in 

the area. However there are several 

other estates with high proportions of 

social housing dotted throughout the 

area. Some of the estates are 

managed by Housing Co -operatives 

on behalf of the landlord ð

Wandsworth Council, whilst others 

are man aged directly by the 

Council. There are also 3 principal 

housing associations in the area: The 

Peabody Trust; Viridian and 

Threshold. 

Throughout the area are privately 

owned houses and flats including 

luxury apartments overlooking the 

Thames, which offer p enthouse 

accommodation for more than 

£1million. Although many of these 

developments and expensive flats 

overlooking Battersea Park are top of 

the market many of the smaller 

Victorian terraced properties (e.g. on 

the Shaftesbury Estate) are desirable 

and co mmand a sale price in the 

region of £700K. 

All major riverside industries 

associated with Battersea (e.g. Hovis 

and Mayhewõs Flourmills and Morgan 

Crucible Coõs factories) have 

disappeared. Some have been 

converted to housing or smart 

offices, others have been 

demolished to make way for 

residential non - commercial 

properties. Downstream Battersea 

Power Station (one of the largest 

single brownfield development sites 

in the capital) with its protracted 

development history now seems to 

be in progress as a high  income 

housing development.  

There are strings of small shops along 

Battersea Park Road and 

Wandsworth Road/ Lavender Hill with 

principal supermarkets around 

Clapham Junction (ASDA & Lidl) and 

smaller versions dotted here and 

there. The main shopping comp lex 

nearby is the Southside Centre in 

Wandsworth Town. Many of the 

estates have a paucity of shops 

providing basic everyday needs and 

the only remaining market for 
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supplies of cheap vegetables is at 

the old Battersea High Street. This has 

been compensated in some ways by 

a regular Sunday Boot Fair on the 

grounds of Battersea Park School. In 

contrast many of the basic shops in 

the more fashionable areas have 

been replaced by restaurants, cafes, 

house agents and luxury goods 

outlets (e.g. Battersea Square and  

streets off Albert Bridge Road and 

nearby Northcote Road)  

Battersea Park  is the showcase open 

amenity space with a few other less 

manicured and patrolled open 

spaces dotted throughout the area. 

(e.g. York Gardens; Falcon Park, Fred 

Wells Gardens) The east ern end of 

the area has a paucity of open 

amenity space.  

(C) Transport links, getting about the 

area  

 

The presence of Clapham Junction 

mainline station (Britainõs busiest 

Railway Station) and the proximity of 

Victoria and Vauxhall Stations (both 

Overgr ound and Underground) gives 

the area a plentiful number and 

frequency of bus routes with 

welcome services connecting the 

Patmore Estate (P5 Bus) and 

Shaftesbury Estate (G1 Bus) with the 

wider area.  

Footpaths across the area are 

variable and often congeste d with 

too much ôstreet furnitureõ and 

ongoing public utility repairs. The 

main access problem is caused by 

the number of railway lines that are 

traversed by short tunnels and 

bridges. Several of these are not 

welcoming places - particularly at 

night and we re mentioned 

throughout the audit (especially the 

bridge between Culvert Road and 

the Shaftesbury Estate and the 

footpath via the tunnel which 

connects the residential area and 

schools West of Falcon Park with 

Latchmere Road.)  

Some of the estates have ste ps and 

barriers designed to prevent cyclists 

speeding through the area. Some of 

the se steps present a challenge  for 

less physically able people or those 

with buggies or wheel chairs.  

Throughout the audit the audit team 

travelled by foot, cycle and public 

transport and experienced no 

problems getting about the area . 

However many of the areas are very 

restricted for people with physical 

disabilities. Many interviewees 

named the easy public transport 

access as one of the positive features 

of the area. The lift  system now at 

Clapham Junction and the recently  

introduced Overground routes were 

popular. 
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5. GEOGRAPHIC AREAS OF LIKELY CONCERN 

 

During the walkabout stage the Audit Team categorised particular areas by their 

impressions of the area.  They designated  ôAreas of Likely Concernõ (ALC) or ôNot 

an Area of Interestõ (NAI).  

 

Initially this was a subjective judgement based upon a variety of external signs 

e.g.  

Å General upkeep and appearance of properties (curtains or absence of 

standard window coverings are o ften a clue)  

Å Types of shops  - do they serve local peopleõs everyday needs ? Are there 

void shop fronts?  I s there a plethora of bookmakers/off licences (often 

accompanied by a loan shop) ? 

Å Litter and graffiti  

Å Up keep of green spaces (if any) appearance of ind ividual gardens (if 

any)  

Å Youths ôhanging aroundõ 

 

If an area was deemed to be  an  ALC this became th e focus for follow up 

enquiry. I t was also important to identify key community facilities in NAIõs or on 

the periphery of ALCõs which provided support for communities. As well as 

identifying potential ôproblem areasõ, it was important that this study identified 

existing and potential assets and things that have or could enable success and 

replicat ion.  
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Winstanley and York 

Road Estates (and 

Kambala)  

 

                                                        

The Winstanley estate located to the 

north of Clapham Junction station is 

undergoing a range of changes 

most notably Wandsworth Councilõs 

£60 million pound  investment 4 and 

regeneration plan and the Big Loca l 

SW11 Initiative.  

 

There is still a huge sense of 

uncertainty surrounding the Councilõs 

regeneration plans for the 

Winstanley. Past history has resulted 

in a mistrust of the Council amongst 

local residents. They are suspicious of 

the plans and a vast arr ay of rumours 

and speculations are in circulation 

on the estate. This situation will need 

to be managed carefully .  

 

The population of the Winstanley is a 

huge mix of different ethnic and 

cultural groups. One key local figure 

whom we interviewed describe d it as 

òalmost a bizarre mix.ó This mix, 

as is the case in many London 

estates , can present both 

opportunities and problems. Tensions 

and bonds exist in equal measure.  

 

Following the London Riots, officials 

and residents alike were forced to

answer to this question was  that the 

estate had, prior to the riots, no 

functioning residents õ associations. In 

the wake of the riots  in 2011, London 

Citizens offered their support to 

establish residents õ associations. The 

measure and effec tiveness of their 

support is at present, in question. As 

a result of their work there is an 

active group on the estate ôGreater 

Winstanley Peopleõs Organisation 

(GWPO) which has representation 

from many of the housing blocks on 

the estate.  It would be unf ortunate if 

this group were not fully included in 

the forthcoming consultation 

process .       

 

Immediately following the riots in 

Clapham Junction , Wandsworth 

Council co mmissioned the Kinghan 

Report  òDisorder in Wandsworthó.5 

This report made a number of 

recommendations , mainly pertaining 

to police and joint council strategy if 

such events should reoccur. 

Included was a recommendation 

the Council  ôshould commit itself to 

programmes of community 

engagement with ethnic and 

religious communities in the 

Borough õ6.  

 

As a result of the report the Family 

Recovery Project , a multi agency 

team , now works with families with

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from school and getting into anti -

social behaviour or crime. 7 In many 

ways the regeneration of Winstanley 

Estate is seen as a response by the 

Council to the riots.  It is to be hoped 

that a large -scale regeneration with 

a large capital project does not 

concentrate solely on buildings and 

overshadow the need to engage 

and work with the local community 

on community b ased initiatives that 

may need investment in revenue 

expenditure as well as capital outlay . 

 

 

The Winstanley has a reputation as a 

crime hotspot, particularly drug -

related crime ,   due to its proximity to 

Clapham Junction. (This criminal 

aspect is not excl usive to the 

Winstanley estate ). Built up over 

many years Winstanleyõs infamy has 

proved difficult to shake.  

 

 Information gathered through our 

interviews reveals a local population 

who, are often reluctant to admit 

that they live on the Winstanley. They 

a re acutely aware of the negative 

perceptions which people have of 

the estate and those that live on it, 

which can have a detrimental 

impact of peopleõs self-worth and 

mental wellbeing. When asked what 

their wish for Battersea would be, 

one key community fi gure said 

òfamilies living on the 

Winstanley could learn to feel

Despite the adverse living conditions 

and negative perceptions a number 

of separate people, of different ages 

and backgrounds, but w ith a 

connection to the Winstanley either 

through work or residency, referred 

to a strong sense of community 

existing on the estate. Though these 

networks can be fragile and can 

result in adverse hierarchies, they are 

also a potential contributor and 

untap ped source of experience, skills 

and well -being.  

 

The challenge for local organisations 

is to establish links with these 

networks, and to begin a 

conversation about how and why 

they might work together to 

contribute to the collective wealth of 

the place t hey call home. Some 

local voluntary sector organisations 

listed one of their key wishes for the 

area was for them to build more 

connections and relationships with 

the local community. Evidence 

gathered by Big Local SW11 echoed 

 POTENTIAL SOLUTION 

 
Initiatives such as the Big Local SW11 

present a concrete opportunity to do 

just that. They could provide a realistic 

platform for the local community to 

take ownership of their communityõs 

future and encourage residents to 

make a commitment to the changes 

that they themselves have designed.   
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this sentiment, because despi te 

supreme efforts to involve residents, 

people still claimed they didnõt know 

about the initiative, which reveals a 

persistent gap in communication.  

 

Further initiatives and partnership 

amongst organisations working in the 

area reveal an invaluable prope nsity 

and capacity for positive change 

amongst residents and local 

organisations. It is important that 

these assets are recognised as such 

and that efforts are made to 

understand why these have been a 

success and what can be done to 

ensure their continuati on and 

repetition in the future. Furthermore , 

it is important that the right structures 

and systems are in place , to support  

these initiatives and to enable 

communities to achieve their 

aspirations once they have been 

identified.  

 

There exists a real oppor tunity through 

Big Local SW11 to set a positive vision for 

the area, hopes have been raised and 

work must go in to ensuring that these 

hopes are fulfilled.

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York Gardens Estate  

 
 

Though many outsiders fail to make 

the distinction between the two 

estates, York Garden s residents see 

themselves as very much separate 

from the Winstanley Estate.   

 

The subject of York Gardens Library , 

which set up as a local community 

managed facility (a Direct Services 

Organisation) and  is now 

subcontracted by the Council to 

Greenwich Leisure Ltd, came up in 

interviews and poses an interesting  

question about what can or should 

be c onsidered a ôsuccessful localõ 

organisation. The facilities at the 

Library are extensive and impressive 

and are taken advantage of by 

local school Thames Christian 

College. The Library runs an array of 

well attended projects for which it 

charges a fee.  

 

However , local residents have 

suggested that these activities are 

only an option for those who can 

afford them which excludes  many 

Winstanley and York Gardens 

residents. Of the 400+ people 

consulted by Big Local SW11 there 

was an overwhelming desire for Yor k 

Gardens to provide more affordable 

activities for local people.   

 

Since 2011 WoW Mums have run  low 

cost dramas classes at the Library 

these classes are funded by 

Thomasõs Schools Foundation.  

 

 

 

Kambala Estate  
 

 

Adjacent to Winstanley and York 

Gardens  Estates is the Kambala 

Estate. Although the Residents 

Association has recently closed 

down , the Kambala Clubroom  

continues to be used as a general 

community resource. It is now 

managed by a committee formed of 

local community organisations 

including WoW Mums; Elays Network 

and  Ahmadiyya group .  

 

Mercy Foundation  Centre  works with 

many disadvantaged people in the 

area and beyond. It works in 

partnership with The Royal British 

Legion to support serving members 

of the Armed Forces, ex -Service men 

and women (v eterans), their families 

and dependants.   

 

It offers UK Online City and Guilds IT 

training  accredited by UK Online 

Centre, BCS (ECDL0 and City and 

Guilds ). It has a òCatch them youngó 

homework club for children at risk of 

underachieving. Its M ercy 

Foundat ion  Centre internet radio 

station acts not only as an outlet for 

community voices but as a resource 

for training the youth who are 

responsible for putting the 

programmes together. It has a 

volunteer programme which 

encourages people in the 

community to uti lise their skills whilst 

at the same time equipping them 

with new ones.  Mercy Foundation 

has a need for further funding 

support.  
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Doddington and Rollo  

Estate 
 

 

To the east of the Winstanley and 

York Gardens lies the Doddington 

and Rollo Estate. This 1970õs estate 

includes many high -rise flats which 

give the estate an imposing and 

intimidating feel, whilst shops on the 

estate appear, on first impressions at 

least, run down. There is also a local 

Tesco Metro store . 

 

Some residents were positive about 

the amenities on the estate and the 

surrounding area. They praised local 

GPs, shops, transport links, restaurants 

(including the Magic Garden Pub) 

and nurseries.  

 

Over all , facilities for Older Residents  

on the estate are severely lacking 

and residents felt a dversely affected 

by their local Health Centreõs 

reduction in services (these services 

have been transferred to Bridge 

Lane Group Practice).    Residents 

are also unhappy about the closure 

of the police station on Battersea 

Bridge Road. Furthermore there i s a 

feeling amongst residents that the 

Council plays Leaseholders off 

against tenants and often use this as 

an excuse for inaction.  

 

The Doddington and Rollo Estate is 

bounded by Battersea Park Road 

and sits opposite multi -million pound 

mansion blocks. Thi s juxtaposition is a 

striking reminder of the gaps and 

extremes which exist in Battersea - 

most simply put, between the 

õhavesõ and ôhave notsõ. This 

juxtaposition was mentioned 

repeatedly during our study and 

must be recognised as a key feature 

of North B attersea. The divide can 

be observed in the physical 

environment and is echoed in local 

peopleõs perceptions and 

experiences of the area. This has far 

reaching implications for the well -

being of all Battersea residents as 

research shows that the greater th e 

gap between the richest and the 

poorest people, the greater the 
differences in health. 9 This issue and a 

proposed way forward will be revisited in the 

Recommendations section of the report.   

 

Crime is a prevalent and ongoing 

issue on the estate. Residen ts 

reported a culture of drugs and anti -

social behaviour, which they believe 

is partly down to the accessibility of 

the estate with a large number of 

non -residents coming on to the 

estate for criminal purposes. This is a 

primary concern for parents living on 

the estate as they fear for their 

childõs immediate safety and the 

negative impact it will have on their 

future aspirations:  

 
òA lot of the mums living in the 

surrounding flats, theyõre scared to 

send their children down in the lifts on 

their own. There õs loads of shady 

characters that go in and out of the 

flats. I think it kind of does bring us, the 

mums, down. Cos thatõs what theyõre 

seeing all the time. Itõs hard for them to 

see that thereõs something else for 

them out there.

STORM is a significant resource for not only the estate but communities 

beyond. òIt doesnõt matter what postcode you come from, 

everyoneõs welcome.ó   

 

STORM offers a vast range of services including a ôJob Shopõ for women 

looking to get back in to work, ôLearning Worksõ programme and an ôOff the 

Streetsõ youth Club. STORM is an example of an organisation which 

understands the importance of building and utilising connections. It has built 

relationships with other local voluntary sector groups, GPs (whom refer to 

thei r service) and businesses such as Debenhams and Waitrose. They, like 

many other voluntary sector organisations would like to invest more resources 

into outreach work, to make sure they continue to engage with their local 

community. STORMõs aspirations are big and their ability to deliver has been 

impressive .

As the preceding quote and 

following case study illustrate, 

community initiatives and centres 

can play a fundamental role in 

offering support and opportunities for 

change .

CASE STUDY 
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Feeling secure can have a positive 

impact upon a person and a 

communityõs well-being. From the 

information that we have gathered, 

it seems that the Doddington and 

Rollo Estate can be an intimid ating 

place.  

 

Some people were more positive in 

their outlook. One woman who lived 

locally and attended STORM said 

that she knows her area and by 

knowing it she can trust it. New areas 

which she is not familiar with worried 

her more.  

 

STORM is working in partnership with 

Doddington West Residentsõ 

Association  to set up and run a 

pensionersõ lunch club, and have 

received partial funding for this 

initiative.  

 

The Doddington West 

Residentsõ Association is 

recognised as a positive 

force on the estate. The Ass ociation 

is run by local residents in a voluntary 

capacity; members give their time 

and skills for free and as such are 

often in danger of getting burned 

out. Though this and similar 

community -led organisations and 

associations do invaluable work, 

they nee d infrastructure support 

and advice to survive and develop.

Although DRCAõS main function is 

the provision of space and overall 

management of facilities for  50+ 

business units, it has made increased 

eff orts over the past few months to 

provide community support and has 

recently conducted ôListening 

Eventsõ asking local residents about 

community services and support 

they would like to see in the local 

area. One outcome of this has been 

a summer scheme for younger 

child ren funded by a local charity 

(Sir Walter St. Johnõs Educational 

charity) .

Battersea Fields estate ( one of the 

Housing Co -operatives mentioned 

earlier )  is a tenant -managed estate 

(TMO) which manages the housing  

stock on behalf of Wandsworth 

Council. For a brief time this TMO 

appointed a  Community 

Development Worker. Since her 

departure it has been very difficult to 

engage with residents on this estate.  

A proposal by Wandsworth Older 

People õs Forum to support older 

people living on the estate was not 

carried forward as residents seemed 

more concerned about the phys ical 

conditions of  their blocks . 

 

 

 

Battersea Fields Assets  

 
The TMO does have 

clubroom space as part of its office 

facility. Apart fr om Chesterton 

Primary School , opposite the estate 

which has a  member of s taff with 

specific re sponsibility for community 

engagement , the only other 

community resources nearby are the 

Shaftesbury Christian Centre  (see 

note as part of  Doddington Rollo 

summary) and t he Wilditch Centre.  

 

The latter is an underused C ouncil 

facil ity. Currently, apart fr om well -

funded one -off events by public 

bodies , it hosts karate sessions and is 

a base for Adult Socia l Services staff 

who work with Learning D isability 

groups. The manager appears to 

have no direct contact with other 

services or community groups in the 

area , and only has the capacity to 

exercise a premises management 

role rather t han one focussed upon  

community development.  
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Savona, Patmore and 

Carey Gardens  
 

 

These estates are located on the 

North West boarder of Wandsworth, 

in the shadow of Battersea Power 

Station. Understandably, residents 

have concerns about what impact 

the Battersea Power Station and 

Nine Elms Development will have on 

their lives. Residents are generally in 

agreement that the development 

will affect their area. What they are 

less clear about is whether this will be 

for the better or worse.  

 

The Yvonne Carr Centre  is a busy 

Childrenõs Centre for parents and 

children aged 0 -5, funded by 

Wandsworth Council. The centre is 

well used and highly valued by those 

who attend, and when intervi ewed 

mothers at the centre wished it could 

extend its hours and range of 

services further. However, what is 

notably absent on the Patmore 

estate - something which has been 

noted by residents in our interviews - 

are youth services or activities  for 5- 

11 year olds.  

 

 The Yvonne Carr Centre was 

originally established as a community 

facility, but is now run by the Council 

as The Sure Start Childrenõs Centre, 

which has left the Patmore estate 

without a much needed multi -use 

community centre. Community 

centreõs can have a significant 

impact on well -being as they 

provide a focus for social interaction, 

cultivate support networks and give 

people a sense belonging, 

participating and being valued.   

 

The Patmore estate is low rise, built in 

the 1950õs and has 854 homes of 

which around 30% are now privately 

owned. Some flats have small 

gardens; there is also a good 

amount of public green space. The 

Patmore Co -op  acts on the 

instructions of the committee of 

residents, with priorities set at its 

annual board meeting. Dur ing 

interview, some residents reported 

instances of mould and damp in the 

flats. One mother suggested that this 

had caused her son to catch 

pneumonia. The lack of attention 

that the reported damp problem 

had received led these residents to 

comment òWandsworth Council 

donõt care about us and our 

homes.ó11 

  

The absence of any shared 

community facility on the estate and 

the fact that the Co -op manager 

does not have the capacity to work 

on concentrated community 

engagement or to support and 

develop community -led initiatives 

means that the Patmore Estate is 

missing vital òcommunity glueó. 

 

Carey Gardens Sheltered Residents 

Association  is an example of an 

active and open community group. 

They live in sheltered housing on the 

estate and meet and run activities 

from  their clubroom for sheltered 

scheme and other senior citizens 

living in the area. They have

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aspirations to extend their role - and 

the use of their clubroom - into the 

wider community. For these 

aspirations to become a reality the 

group needs administrati ve support 

and advice to apply for funding and 

execute their plans.  

 

The management of the Savona 

Clubroom (ROSE) is in the process of 

being handed over to the local 

Residentsõ Association. The hope is 

that this kind of asset transfer will 

lead to the loc al community feeling 

empowered and to the 

development of a strong and vibrant 

local resource. This building is one of 

the few general access community 

facilities across the 3 estates and if 

the Residents Association  were 

agreeable this would be an ideal si te 

for community health services . 

 

Robertson Street Estate 
 

As with the 3 aforementioned 

estates , Robertson St reet is on the 

Wandsworth/ Lambeth border. It is a 

small estate and at a meeting , most 

residents felt overlooked and often 

not taken into account by 

Wandsworth Council when 

compared with larger estates. It has 

a strong RA and Robertson Street RA 

has recently j oined a partnership 

with Elays Network  to be the 

leaseholder of the former youth club 

premises at Heathbrook Youth Club 

and 1 Oõclock Centre (both closed 

as part of the C ouncil cuts).  

 

The partnership õs ambition is to 

provide services for local residents 

(particularly children, young people 

and senior citizens) and for Somali 

Youth from a wider catchment. This 

will be a real step up for the loc al 

community as there are no other 

Wandsworth local community 

facilities in the area. The interviews 

with residents from the area took 

pla ce in a Lambeth Primary School. 

At the meeting a familiar theme 

emerged regarding residents 

concerns about the lack of  interest in 

local affairs shown by incoming 

tenants , often on short -term 

contract s with private landlords who 

also have no positive or community -

based commitment to the area.  

 

Residents would also be interested in 

some medical services being 

provided at the premises. It is still 

largely populated by original tenants 

(of some 40 years) who find access 

to the nearest surgeries increasingly 

difficult.  

 

Surrey Lanes Estate   
 

This estate is dev oid of any 

community facilities. T heir former 

Commu nity Clubroom i s now a car 

park. Nearby facilities include the 

Randall Close facility for Disabled 

people managed by  Leonard 

Cheshire Disability  for Wandsworth 

Council and the Bridge Christian 

Centre . Although not earmarked for 

a regeneration scheme similar to the 

one pr oposed for Winstanley Estate , 

residents have been supported by 

London Citizens in setting up a local 

community association  - Surrey Lane 

Peopleõs Association (SLPO) it is not 

clear what the level  and scope of 

London Citizens õ role is in supporting 

SLPO but the residents feel strongly 

that they need expertise t o help 
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them negotiate with the C ouncil 

about any positive developments 

within their community.  

 

Interviews were held with service 

users at Randall Close , the majority 

of whom were elderly and apart 

from offering a fascinating insight 

into Battersea in times past were 

100% positive about the services they 

received at the Centre.  

 

The meeting with the worker from 

London City Mission  attached to the 

Bridge Christian Centre  revealed 

their considerable role in the local 

area , through engagement via a 

youth group; ladies fitness session; 

monthly menõs breakfast and a 

monthly Pie Night for adult males in 

the area. The latter led to an 

evening spent with local men 

attending the Pie Night and 

provided an insight into conditions 

on the Surrey Lanes and Ethelburga 

areas , and their feelings about 

encroachment from people with no 

genuine interest in the area.  

  

Badric Court; Somerset; 

Falcon and Ethelburga 

Estates 
 
Although these estates spread across 

the study area  they were not seen as 

ALCõs. One has been included as an 

example of a thriving R esidents 

Association , which can make a 

significant contribution to the well -

being of residents living in a 

particular area.  

 

Etthelburga E state has not one but 

two Residentsõ Associations  - one for 

the lower rise part of the estate and 

the other for Elthelburga Tower. The 

former has a thriving and attractive 

community clubroom with private 

nursery attached. The association 

also has a good website with 

recently dated additions. 

Interestingly it has concerns about its 

membership falling from 70 % to 57% 

over the past year. Whilst this is of 

local concern it possibly reflects a 

level of involvement that many other 

Resident Association  Committees 

can only dream of!  
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Clapham Junction 

Estate (also known as St 

Johnõs Hill Estate).  

 

This is a Peabody Estate dating from 

the 1930õs. In July 2012 the Council 

appro ved a huge redevelopment 

scheme with an estimated cost of 

£120million. They plan  to replace the 

351 existing homes (and communit y 

buildings) with:  

¶  527 new homes in a mix of 1, 2, 3 and 

4 bedroom apartments. 278 homes 

will be affordable (social rent and 

intermediate housing) and 249 for 

private sale. The housing mix has been 

designed to meet both Peabodyõs 

requirements and Wandsworth 

councilõs aspirations, with the level of 

affordable housing floor space 

increased from the current provision. 

It will include an older personõs block 

 

¶ A new community "hub" that will 

include a café, club room, crèche, 
learning and function rooms ð a total 

of 530 sq m (5,705 sq ft) 

 

¶ 569 sq m (6,124 sq ft) of commercial 

units opposite Clapham Junction 

railway station set around an entrance 

plaza at ground level, linking to St 

Johnõs Hill 

 

¶ 13,600 sq m of public, shared private 

and private open space, all of which 

will be of high quality, multi-functional, 

sensory and accessible. Will include a 

new public route from the railway 

station, via a new pedestrian crossing, 

to Wandsworth Common and a new 

public square 

 

¶ 136 car parking spaces and 687 

cycle parking spaces. 

 

It is planned for completion by 2020 

and demolition of properties 

commenced this year on a phased 

basis. This included the former 

community facility which used to 

serve as an older personõs centre 

and a general community resource 

for residents.  

The 2 initial blocks demolished were 

homes for older and disabled 

people. Those able to live 

independently were moved onto the 

Shaftesbury estate and other s who 

are  less able to be independent , 

were  moved to sheltered 

accommodation. Alternative 

community spac e has been created 

and this is well used by various 

groups throughout the weekdays.  

 The Tenants Association (TA)  

continues - at the recent AGM there 

was a good turnout with many 

offering to volunteer. The community 

space is managed by the TA 

Committee -whi ch includes some 

residents who have been decanted 

from the estate. There is a steering 

group to oversee the 

redevelopment. This includes 

residents or former residents.  

Reportedly this group which normally 

meets every 2 months does not have 

a very robust c ommunication 

strategy. This is unfortunate as the 
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residents, decanted or not, do need 

considerable emotional and 

practical support during the lifetime 

of this huge development.  

Nearby facilities and 

services : 

The Community Facility is also used by 

older pe ople who used to attend a 

club at Louvaine Area Residents 

Association (LARA). This facility based 

in an old church a little way up St 

Johnõs Hill is now closed. It used to 

provide a range of community 

support, not only for pensioners but 

also children and families. There are 

plans to create housing on this space.  

Nearer the south side entrances to 

Clapham Junction Station is a large 

Territorial Army Centre. This is 

scheduled for closure - it was not 

possible to visit this centre to see how 

much this was use d by local young 

people or others.  

Another community resource 

available for hire is John Morris House 

Community Centre -  managed by 

Viridian Housing. Although this facility 

was being refurbished and it was not 

possible to establish current user 

groups we we re able to meet Busy 

Bees- an older persons group who use 

the centre weekly.  

In summary this area has had 

significant community space ôlossesõ 

and should be regarded as ôAn Area 

of Likely Concernõ. Possibly the nearby 

health centre ôSt Johnõs Therapy 

Centreõ could serve a general 

community function for the local 

area?  
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6a. ISSUES 

EMERGING FROM 

STUDY & BARRIERS 

TO WELL-BEING  

(Including  examples of good 

practice)  

Preface  

 
Public Health Policy is largely driven 

by statistical analysis  of health data 

on a geographic basis. There is a 

focus on measuring the more 

tangible health o utcomes such as 

GP and hospital  consultations, rates 

of disease, levels of physical activity 

and health improvement activities 

focus sing on single lifestyle  issues 

(e.g. smoking, obe sity). This 

approach doesnõt tell us much 

about the wider factors that 

influence health and well -being in 

communities; it gives a narrow view 

of ôwhat has passedõ and focuses 

only on geographic/ health 

conditions rather than communities 

of interest and the places where 

they live.  

This audit takes a different approach. 

Weõre interested in looking at those 

less obvious but equally important 

factors which have an impact on 

health and well -being in 

communities - the social 

determinants of health.  Research 

shows that peopleõs health and well-

being is directly related to the social, 

economic and physical environment 

in which they  live. Green spaces for 

example  can have a huge impact 

on a personõs well being, as can 

strong social networks and 

community spaces which  give 

people a sense of belonging and of 

being valued.  

In this process there is a need to 

recognise and capitalise on the role 

of community assets in promoting 

well -being, particularly amongst 

those populations most in need.  

Many strengths and resources exist 

within communities and are often 

unrecognised, ôuntappedõ or lacking 

in support.  

 

This report is based on the belief that 

addressing health and well -being 

needs requires an understanding of 

those factors which have an impact 

on health from a communi ty 

perspective, both positive and 

negative. Work in partnership with 

communities to improve, build and 

sustain these things and you can 

improve the health and prospects of 

that community.  

 

(i)Barriers to well being 

facing  Youth Services  

 
Youth Services in  North Battersea 

and Wandsworth as a whole are 

facing cuts and this has not gone 
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unnoticed by local residents. Such 

services are a valued resource by 

both those who use them and the 

surrounding community , who see 

them as vital to the well -being of 

their co mmunities. The whole service 

is facing a large restructure with the 

possible creation of a ôbuy outõ by a   

staff management team.  

The complex challenges faced by a 

number of these services are 

outlined below:  

¶ Providence House  - facing 

funding cuts  

Å Battersea Islamic Centre  (boys 

and girls groups) - facing 

funding cuts; planning  

permission to ex tend premises 

refused; faith leaders may have 

ruled against applying for 

Lottery funding  (e.g. Big Local 

SW11) 

Å Caius Centre  - currently 

relocated to former Wand 

Youth Club - delivering services 

but waiting to move into 

customised premises with 

additional community capacity 

in 2014/15. Ongoing capital 

fundraising  

Å St. Peterõs Youth Group - runs as 

a volunteer -led facility. Under -

resourced for many basics  

Å Katherine Low Settlement  - hosts 

a Young Carers group (a Family 

Action  project) .  

Å STORM - have taken over the 

former Base D Youth Club on 

the Doddington & Rollo estate 

and in partnership with ôSoldiers 

for Youthõ run a programme 

called ôOff The Streetsõ for  

particularl y hard to engage 

young people.  

Å George Shearing Centre  

provides services for young 

people ag ed 13 -25 years old 

with severe Learning D isabilities 

and complex needs. This is a 

Council -run scheme.  

Å Robertson Street/ Elays Network  

are in partnership to provide 

facilities at the now closed 

Heathbrook Youth Centre - 

both these organisations 

although supported by the 

Council w ith a 5 -year rent -free 

lease ( as is STORM for Base D) 

face significant funding 

challenges to provide services 

for local young people and 

Soma li Youth across the area.  

Å Mass B provides football 

opportunities for young West 

Indian youths  (male and 

female) and faces ongoing 

infrastructure and funding 

challenges.  

Å There are numerous faith led 

youth groups - 2 that were 

interviewed included St. Markõs 

Church with a youth project for 

those aged 11 -14, and Infuse 

Youth Cafe  and the previously 

mentioned Bridge Christian 

Centre . Both are funded out of 

church resources.  

Å The Detached Youth Work 

Service  also provides a 

valuable service in the area. A 

designate d member of staff is  

currently f unded by the 

Council.  

Å The Council has invested in a 
ôhub centreõ approach. Devas 

Youth Club  - just off 

Wandsworth Road - is the one 

funded in the area and has 

recently opened after extensive 

refurbishment .  
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Though there are  examples of 

partnership s working successfully and 

desire amongst staff to work more 

collaboratively, competition for 

clients and funds can make 

partnering difficult. A culture of 

competition can quickly set in as òno 

one wants to compromise numbers 

attend ing their group as this directly 

reflects the resources the group 

gets.ó  

The Council has already endorsed 

certain clubs which has created an 

òunderdogó mentality within the 

youth service. Groups are focusing 

on justifying their continuation rather 

than ne tworking and forming 

partnerships for the future.  

Parents, residents and youth workers 

warn that the larger hubs may face 

difficulties in attracting youths to 

travel longer distances to attend 

their centre, away from their familiar 

surroundings.  

Creating more links and connections 

with the local community was high 

on the youth workersõ agendas. A 

youth club worker from Providence 

House had the idea of building 

connections with local schools and 

bringing classes down to visit their 

youth club for introducto ry sessions. 

In doing this , she hoped to alleviate 

any insecurity  they may have felt 

about going somewhere new , thus 

encouraging them to revisit the club.  

 

 
 

 

(ii) Identified barriers to 

well being f or Battersea 

Youth  

 

The key issue for Battersea youth was 

employment. One resident pointed 

out this has implications for all, as 

ògood employment 

opportunities for young  

Keys to effective 

partnership working  

 

¶ Openness from all involved  

¶ A willingness to make decisions 

quickly  

¶ Dynamism  

¶ Commitment  

¶ A recognition of what each 

organisation can offer which is 

particular to them  

¶ Shared Rules which all involved 

make a commitment to adhere 

to  

CASE STUDY 
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people have a beneficial 

knock -on effect for the entire 

community.ó 

 

Youth workers des cribed a cohort of 

teenagers who want to attain 

wealth, and the status which comes 

with it, but are unclear on how to 

realistically achieve this. They see 

football as a way out and many of 

them aspire to being a professional 

footballer.  

 

They want to work  but the biggest 

problem is that when they approach 

companies they are told to ôapply 

online.õ As a result they quickly 

become demotivated. They are 

acutely aware of their situation , 

which has a negative impact upon 

their self worth and mental well 

being. They predominantly have a 

negative view of volunteering , as 

they do not see it as a clear route to 

finding work.  

 

 

POTENTIAL SOLUTIONS: 
 

¶ Hold an event  where different 

professionals come and talk 

about their job and the routes 

they took to get there. 12 

 

¶ Ce lebrate achievable 

aspiration  and move the 

measure of success away from 

wealth. So that the youth who

¶ Form links with local 

businesses . A potential r ole for 

the Economic Development  

office via the Clapham 

Junction T own Centre 

Manager .

¶ Change the nature of 

volunteering  and introduce 

incentives and quick rewards 

e.g. cinema tickets, through a 

time banking system. (see 

recommendations for more 

details)  

 

¶ Enterprise club  - this is a small 

scale project run by WoW 

Mums at Pennethorne House. 

With additional r esources this 

could be expanded and 

replicated.  
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Beauty Project , Providence House  

 

òPeople like what they know, so make sure they ôknowõ a range of 

things.ó 

A project driven by young people who attend the centr e. The group 

created a project around ôBeauty.õ  

They produced art works which explored  what it means to be beautiful, 

both inside and out.  

The group had training taster skills sessions with a variety of beauty 

therapists.  

Participants then held an event where they demonstrated the skills they 

had learnt in their training.  

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

CASE STUDY 
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(iii) Employment & 

Volunteering  
 

Unemployment was not only an issue 

for young people in North Battersea. 

In the questionnaires undertaken by 

the  Kather ine Low  Settlement , 

unemployment was by far the 

number one ôdislikeõ and barrier to 

well -being  identified by local 

residents. It was also listed as a 

barrier by many of the individuals 

and groups we interviewed.  

 

The Council -contracted agency for 

volunteering across Wandsworth is 

Volunteering Wandsworth (part of 

Groundwork)  - their presence in 

North Battersea wa s not noted or 

known by many people we 

interviewed. Most groups working as 

volunteers or with volunteers seem to 

have mad e progress by their own 

efforts.  Several expressed a need for 

support in this area. More needs to  

be done to encourage,  support, 

sustain an d  then reward effective 

volunteering programmes in the 

area. Many noted a need to build 

more connections between 

volunteering and employment . These 
Issues and a proposed way forward will be 
revisited in the Recommendations section of the 
report.   
 

(iv) Identified barriers to 

well -being facing older 

people  
 

 

A recent insight into activities and 

provision that would enhance local 

older peopleõs feelings of well -being 

and connection with other residents 

was provided by a Big Local SW11 

Survey  conducted by Wandsworth 

Older Peopleõs Forum (WOPF).  

 

Following c oncerns that very few  

older people were  attending Big 

Local SW11 (BLSW11) consultation 

events , 4 sheltered schemes were 

visited and the following ôwishesõ 

were identified by 60 resident s. 

 

Å Improve the appearance of the tunnel 

under Clapham Junction Station in 

Falcon Road 

Å More community provision and 

resources at York Gardens Library 

Å Opportunities for Intergenerational 

projects 

Å Community signage 

Å Improved physical information 

provision across the estate(s) ð a 

newsletter for and by local people. 

Å More public seating and accessible 

toilet provision along the riverside 

path 

Å A local festival for all generations. 

 

These sat fairly well within Big Local 

SW11õs remit. Other areas - possibly 

of a l arger scale and of more inter est 

to the ongoing regeneration 

consultation in the area were:  

Å Pavements (mentioned by a large 

majority) recent improvements at 

Clapham Junction were a start but 

considerable repairs and 

replacements were needed 

throughout the area, especially on 

estates. 
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Å Increased time for green man 

controlled crossings 

Å General street lighting in area is 

poor or patchy 

Å Not enough walking police patrols in 

the area 

There were also areas for 

improvement or additional activit ies 

that fell within i ndividual  sheltered 

schemes õ needs. These could be met 

with support from W andsworth Older 

Peoples Forum  and possible funding 

from Wandsworth Big Society Fund.  

Requests included:  

¶ Assistance with Garden 

improvements - possible support from 

volunteers from Wandsworth Age 

UKõs òGarden Partners Schemeó  

¶ Need for exercise classes and similar 

activities such as line dancing. 

¶ More first aid and general health and 

well-being sessions. 

 

¶ Continue film shows. 

 

¶ More access to IT including separate 

internet connection for residents 

separate from the office. 

 

¶ Means of keeping the Residentsõ 
Association going - need for a 

Residentsõ Association. 

 

These are a fair reflection of 

feedback received from older 

people interviewed in other parts of 

the study area and from ongoing  

work conducted by WOPF.  

 

One overwhelming request from 

older people rep orted by the 

Outreach Manger of  WOPF is for trips 

out.  This is nearly always left for 

groups t o self-fund as it is not a 

priority for external funders. Many 

older people interviewed e xpressed 

a fondness for Battersea Park. On 

closer discussion it was often 

apparent that this was based upon 

visits from way past and people 

simply liked its presence. It is 

conceivable that this  desire for a 

ôday outõ could be met by transport 

and assistan ce towards enabling 

older p eople to revisit Battersea Park.  

 

 
 

 

 

 ISSUE: lack of affordable meeting space for 

community and voluntary groups. 

POTENTIAL SOLUTION: 

All sheltered schemes in the area have 

clubrooms/lounges with a kitchen facility. 

With encouragement and appropriate 

support these could be a local resource- 

particularly during the daytime, although 

the wishes of residents would need to 

take precedent. At one of the schemes 

WoW Mums Intergenerational project, 

already provides a monthly lunch and an 

interactive workshop for local elderly 

residents  
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(v) Faith groups & multi -

cultural groups  

 
During the study some faith groups 

were interviewed ; predominantly 

those  that delivered community -

based projects in addi tion to their 

principal worship function. Included 

were:  
¶ Battersea Islamic Centre  

¶ St. Markõs Church 

¶ Bridge Christian Centre  

¶ Battersea Central Methodist  

Mission which houses a variety 

of organisations including 

Sound Minds; Pauls Cancer 

Support Centre; Hom estart; 

Mimosa + a childrenõs nursery 

¶ Elays Network  

 

The latter has more of a community 

focus but exemplifies a gr oup which 

has a close cultural/ faith affinity. 

Some other ethnic groups were 

genuinely ôhard to reachõ in terms of 

this study. Despite some at tempts we 

were not successful in engaging with 

Eastern European communities 

despite their significant presence in 

the area. This should be taken into 

account when considering any 

follow up work to the audit. Similarly 

a full assets audit needs to be 

undert aken for all the faith centres in 

the area as many have community 

space that might be beneficial to 

local communities (e.g. The Bridge 

Christian Centreõs role in providing 

opportunities and meeting space for 

Surrey Laneõs residents.) 

 

 

 

 

(vi) Disability gr oups  

 
Groups marked with a * were interviewed and all 

expressed a wish to become more connected with 

other people in the community and work in 

partnership with other organisations. 

 

Some have been mentioned 

elsewhere:  

 
George Shearing Centre  provides 

services for young people aged 13 -25 

years old with seve re Learning 

Disabilities and complex needs.  

Wilditch Centre - Adult Social Services 

club for adults with Learning Disabilities  

Platform One Cafe * (The Camden 

Society) - training  opportunities for 

adults wi th Learning D isabilities 

SHARE* - a major contributor to 

projects and support for people wit h a 

whole range of disabilities. Works to 

enable people with Disabilities to  

achieve life goals through training, 

education, employment guidance 

and personal develo pment often in 

partnership with other providers - a key 

community hub.  

THRIVE - based in Battersea Park is a 

horticulture project which supports 

disabled young people and adults 

with a variety of training and 

employment opportunities, as well as a 

social e nterprise fruit and vegetable 

area  

Randall Close * (Leonard Cheshire 

Disability Day Centre) with its sister 

premises at Gwyneth Morgan * 

provides support for older people with 

physical disabilities. Both facilities were 

very popular with the interviewed user  

groups.  

George Potter House * ð although a 

nursing home has been included here 

as it has a residency facility which 

includes people living with dementia.  
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KLS ôBaked Beansõ Group - an 

energetic Drama group for those with 

Learning Disabilities based at 

Kathe rine Low Settlement.  

 

(vii) Green spaces - 

including Battersea 

Park                    
 

There was an almost universal high 

regard for the green spaces and 

riverside, particularly Battersea Park  

amongst those interviewed . Often for 

the older generation thi s positive 

fee dback was based upon happy 

memories of when their families were 

young. Othe r areas such as Falcon 

(Banana ) Park and Fred Wells 

Garden  were specifically mentioned. 

Residents on some estates valued 

the extra planting and greenery of 

their surroundings (especially on the 

Doddington & Rollo  Estate). For 

others this was not the case. They felt 

that many amenity areas had been 

neglected. One interviewee had 

even resorted to a bit of private 

gardening in a public space , which 

in their opinion, was  be gging for 

improvement!  

 

One area of concern - particularly 

highlighted by the Big Local 

consultation - was the prevalence of 

dog mess and use of parks by 

irresponsible dog owners. The Big 

Local SW11 group is seeking ways of 

working with the Council and oth er 

amenity groups to address this 

problem.  

 

Several adverse comments were 

made about the changes to the 

play facilities at York Gardens and 

Battersea Park. Neither change was 

seen as a positive development, with 

many parents feeling that play areas 

were on ly safe if there was adequate 

supervision. They would not allow 

their children to use such spaces 

unless they were with them.  

 

Use of playpen areas was variable. 

Responses suggested that often 

lights were not working or had been 

disabled to prevent excessi ve late 

evening disturbances in the 

immediate neighbourhood.  

 

The eastern end of the study area 

(Savona, Patmore, Carey Gardens) 

was notably poor in the provision of 

open green space. This was 

commented on by several groups 

and the one manager of services in 

the area felt that all local residents 

would welcome development of the 

abandoned green space behind the 

shops at the junction of Wandsworth 

Road and Thessaly Road. Many 

attempts to resolve this have 

floundered as both Lambeth Council 

(landlords) and Wa ndsworth Council 

(tenants) cannot seem to agree.  
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Battersea Park is an immense 

amenity which was mentioned by 

many but currently visited by few of 

those interviewed.  Some felt that it 

was something that passed out of 

their regu lar use as their families grew 

up. Some nearby residents observed 

that local young people òdid not 

consider it their spaceó.13 There 

is an annual exception to this when a 

local charity, the Battersea Crime 

Prevention Panel , runs ôA week in 

Battersea Parkõ when young people 

can take part in activities for £1 per 

day.

For many the name ôPump Houseõ 

was not familiar. Many older Local 

residents remembered it from their 

childhood days when it stood 

derelict and was known as ôthe 

Haunted Houseõ or ôGhost House.õ 

Severa l users thought the gallery was 

poorly signposted and felt that many 

visitors must completely miss it. They 

thought the same may be the case 

for the childrenõs zoo.  

 

Local people were 

pleased that the childrenõs 

zoo had been saved but 

thought that the en try 

charges were too high. A 

possible discount for local families 

might produce more revenue and 

an increase in visitor numbers.

The issue of ôincomersõ arose 

repeatedly amongs t the people we 

interviewed. This term was used to 

describe a diverse range of groups 

and divides were drawn along 

social, cultural and economic lines. 

In the eyes of residents, all such 

groups were considered to be 

reluctant to integrate with the 

existing  community, and in turn , of 

eroding community spirit and 

squeezing the local population.  

 

Perhaps the most common dividing 

line described by interviewees was 

wealth, as illustrated by this quote 

from a l ocal community leader:  

 

òthe area is under threat;  it is 

being squee zed by Northcote 

ôNappy Valleyõ and ôSouth 

Chelseaõó which create a 

gentrified homogenous group 

with resultant loss o f ôsalt of 

the earthõ Battersea 

people.ó14 

 
Other incomers have high support 

needs and often choose not to get 

involved wit h mainstream Battersea 

for a variety of reasons . Another

This is an issue which often causes a 

newly -fledged home -grown 

community initiative , run by 

enthusiastic volunteers , to l ose heart 

and give up, thereby having a 

detrimental effect upon the local 

community as a whole.  

 

Many smaller community groups 

reported ôred tapeõ as a major 

barrier to their groupõs continuing 

existence and success. Some 

suggested that local statutory 

service providers needed to alter 

their ways of working and 

perceptions when dealing with 

voluntar y and community groups to 

allow for innovation:

The crucial factor amongst those 

organisations able to run a successful 

administration, navigate the 

necessary bureaucracy and access 

funding , was the presence of a 

ôbrokerõ - someone o r something that 

provided them with organisational 

and administrative support or 

advice, who understood the 

landscape, could make suggestions 

for partnering and was able to 

suggest or make funding bids. One 

community leader summed it up 

when they said:  

 

òFunding applications are elitist, 

they require a certain level of 

experience and professionalism 

from those filling them out. A wish 

for us would be that there was free 

support and advice for smaller 

community groups. We have big 

ideas; we just need someone  to 

advise us on how to make it

¶ Mentoring programmes  - successful businesses or business people 

from various backgrounds (HR, Legal, PR and media etc)  offer 

mentoring and training to fledgling/start up Third Sector organisations to 

strengthen and deve lop their operation e.g. Timebank UKõs ôLeaders 

Togetherõ programme. A London based programme which matches 

leaders from small charities and community groups with senior

¶ Community/Local Currency  - something which is encouraged by 

the national Transition Town Network and has been introduced in 
Brixton. (see Peter North òLocal Money, How to Make it Happen In your 
communityó2010 for further information) 

¶ Shared Economy Scheme  - Initiatives which encourage people to 

share, recycle and reuse ôthingsõ thus doing more with less e.g. Space

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Katherine Low Settlement (KLS)  

KLS is a multi-purpose charity that has been 

p rominent in Wandsworth since its creation in 

1924 

Whilst providing many of its own services to 

local residents, KLS has adopted an innovative 

approach to partnering with local 

organisations and community groups, 

enabling then to operate out of KLS premises . 

Such a strategy has ensured that KLS has 

rapidly become a focal point for such 

organisations operating within the local area, 

embodied by their recent ôCommunity Wise 

Initiative.

(3) Desire to connect Third 

Sector groups with local 

organisations and 

communities.  
 

òRelationships are at the heart of 

peopleõs well beingó 

 

When interviewing local Third Sector 

organisations one of the  resounding 

ôwishesõ for them as an organisation 

was to build upon and develop 

connections with the communities in 

which they work. Groups recognised  

that this required them to be 

proactive and òvisible in their 

community.ó Many noted the 

perceived absen ce and lack of 

investment in a local Voluntary 

Services Council (VSC) as a reason 

why this is a challenge at present. 18 

The Lack of alternative to the Local 

Strategic Partnership which seems to 

have ceased to function was also 

highlighted as a challenge.

Volunteers were provided with training and script to facilitate interviews (see document  

These interviews were either recorded or if two interviewers were available a handwritten 

record was made. We also offered any comments in the final report would be non- 

attributable if desired- very few took up this offer but as far as possible we have named 

responses by position (e.g Centre Manager; local club member) not by name. By the end of 

the interview stage of the audit  the general consensus amongst the audit team was that an 

interview was worth at least a hundred questionnaires!

Through the walk about stage you have identified a list of organisations and groups to

As community audit volunteers you can chose which of these interviews you are available for 

and would like to carry out. 

You may choose to attend an interview on your own or with a fellow volunteer. It may also be 

the case that a volunteer from Katherine Low Settlement will accompany you on an interview 

too, if this is o.k. with you. This will happen in the later stages of the audit. 

The interview questions should be used as prompts for an open, informal discussion.  

 

The interview is about the interviewee being given time and space to talk freely, your job is 

to act as a prompt, do not make assumptions, pre-empt or try and direct the conversation/ 

put words in their mouth. Donôt judge, respect what they are saying and try not to give your 

opinion.

Interviews will be with both staff and people who run an organisation and those who use a 

service or are a member, resident or part of a congregation.  

 

If you are carrying out an interview with a staff member you are trying to get information 

about  what they think the views of the people their organisation serves are. (e.g. Service 

provider view of the challenges and opportunities facing their service users) 
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Why do you think that? 

Could you give me an example? 

 

They might give you information about the organisation and itôs issues etc, this is still 

relevant and should be captured too.  

 

Ways for recording information: 

¶ Taking notes (this will work well if you go to interview as a pair) 

¶ Notes and Dictaphone (if you need a Dictaphone please let  Sarah know) 

¶ A questionnaire- Will asking them to fill out a separate questionnaire help you with 
the interview? If so encourage them to do so, and offer help and guidance if you think 
its needed. If you need printed copies of questionnaires at any stage please let Sarah 
know.

(A)  NORTH BATTERSEA COMMUNITY AUDIT: SOME OBSERVATIONS BY SEAN 

CREIGHTON 

 
This is a condensed version of papers prepared by Sean Creighton. Sean has been involved in a 

number of audits and socio- economic analyses and has had close involvement with community 

developments in Battersea and Wandsworth as a whole since the 1970õs. Sean attended the 

Battersea Forum presentation and urged the importance of encouraging interest and 

knowledge in local history (and other cultural activities)as a way of helping people to 

better understand the area and identify it. It was also agreed at the forum meeting 

that engagement in cultural pursuits would also be a potentially significant factor in 

improving local peopleõs sense of well being. York Gardens Library was identified as a 

key public asset in making this possible.  

 

 

The Context  

The Audit should be interpreted with the wider context of the Borough and of society. 

 

Wandsworth Context  

Starting in the 1970s but accelerating through the 1980s and 1990s Wandsworth has 

changed dramatically. 

 

The changing demographics have increased the role of Wandsworth as a dormitory area 

with people who: 
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¶ go elsewhere to work and for leisure and who may increasingly have second homes 

in the country or abroad. 

¶ send their primary school children across or out of Borough or to private education 
cutting them off from their neighbourhood peers.  

¶ come into Wandsworth to work but do not stay in the evening to support the range 

of businesses and activities on offer. 

¶ are forced by the short term nature of private renting to move frequently 
 

 

Flaws within community and voluntary organisations  

Most community and voluntary organisations do not have staff or offices. They are run by 

volunteers. Yet most of the policies and support systems for the sector are aimed at those 

with paid workers and offices. Local Councils prefer to deal with staffed organisations and 

so-called umbrella groups which may not actually even have the majority of community and 

voluntary organisations in membership, and do not sufficiently organise to obtain a collective 

view.  

------- 

The contract and bidding culture has forced many organisations to withdraw from co-

operation and to see others as rivals.  

 

Community and voluntary organisations can be rife with personality differences and 
conflicts. Their experience with some other organisations in the past can make them wary 

of co-operating in the future. Experiences with the Council in the past can make them 

deeply suspicious and hostile. 

 

The Importance of Understanding the Sectorõs History   

[Editorial note- Sean details the history and challenges facing the Voluntary Sector since 1971. The 

following section sets the scene and feeds into the reports identification of potential ôStrategic 

Centresõ] 

Attempts to set up umbrella groups like the Wandsworth Association of Voluntary & 

Community Organisations were undermined by the Council. When Wandsworth was 

designated as a Neighbourhood Renewal Borough the sector found it difficult to get the 

required Community Empowerment Network off the ground.  When it finally did so in 

2003, rather than built a large staff, it put resources into organisations  for their projects 

and for their own community and user audits, and encouraged the development of area 

forums, like Battersea, and funding Roehampton Forum to have some paid support. 

Elsewhere CVSs tended to be the managing agents to the Networks. Because Wandsworth 

did not have one the Network was registered as a charitable organisation in its own right. 

Originally CENs were funded directly by the Government Offices. When the funding was 

switched to the local authorities most CENs were declared unfit for purpose ð regardless of 

the views of their own members, and were shut down, often with the collusion of their 

CVSs. Wandsworth CEN is one of the few to survive. (See blog at 
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http://historyandsocialaction.blogspot.co.uk/2011/11/struggle-for-community-

empowerment.html.) 

 

The Yvonne Carr Centre was established on the initiative of one determined activist. The 

community organisations set up to manage it was eventually forced out and the Council 

took control of the building. 

 

One organisation that has stood out in all of this as an outstanding example of survival, 

adaptability and creativity, supporting numerous projects on a very small staff base is 

Katherine Low Settlement, originally set up in 1924 to support one of the most deprived 

communities of North Battersea (Orville St), and expanding its role over the following 

decades to more and more of North Battersea. 

 

In addition to understanding the background, it is important that organisations keep their 

own records intact, build an archive and ensure its deposit so that in the future people 

know what their contribution was. 
 

 

The Importance of Networks  

 

The Audit rightly advocates the importance of networks.  There are several other important 

networks in the Borough that need to be borne in mind as part of the way in which people 

and organisations interconnect.  

¶ The political parties with members across North Battersea. 

¶ The involvement of individual party members in various community and voluntary 
organisations. 

¶ Individuals who have wide network connections going back years who are also 

important sources of background knowledge. 

¶ The trade union branches and their umbrella group the Battersea & Wandsworth 

Trade Union Council. 

¶ The advice network. 

¶ The arts and cultural networks. 

¶ The environmental activists. 

¶ The members of national voluntary organisations which may or may not have local 

branches. 

¶ The heritage network in North Battersea inc. Battersea Society, Friends of Battersea 
Park, Wandsworth Historical Society and individuals involved in historical research 

and dissemination. 

¶ Web based information networks and bloggers. 

 

All these networks contain people with skills and expertise and can be used to help 

communicate information.

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Schools 

Although they are under considerable pressure schools are important meeting places for 

parents and many have Parent Teachers Associations. Parents often form their own informal 

networks building up life-long friendships for themselves and among their children. In the 

1980s for example one group of primary school parents ran their own baby-sitting circle. 

They are often an untapped resource in terms of other community and voluntary 

organisations leafleting and talking to parents at the school gates or in the playground or 

asking to have stalls at the annual school fetes.  

 

Libraries  

 

Libraries are potentially important buildings for the community and voluntary sector. They 

can be hired for meetings. They can be asked to put up publicity material and let 

organisations have a stall to promote their activities and services. People in North Battersea 

have access to Battersea Park and York Gardens Libraries, and many will use the main 

Battersea Library on Lavender Hill, especially its reference section. Since April the library 
service has been managed for Wandsworth Council by GLL (formerly Greenwich Leisure), a 

third sector social enterprise. The decline in the use of libraries that has been going on for 

many years poses an enormous challenge to GLL. There is scope for discussions with GLLõs 

management on working more closely with the community and voluntary sector. They 

already network with the civic and history organisations as convenors of the Heritage 

Wandsworth Partnership which puts on the annual Heritage Festival. 

 

Battersea Arts Centre  

Although not in North Battersea and with a role as a regional theatre, BAC has a large 

Heritage Lottery grant to renovate the former Battersea Town Hall building. As the Town 

Hall it is was the municipal centre for the old Battersea Council both north and south of the 

railway line. The funding includes work on the heritage of the building. There is plenty of 

scope for community and voluntary organisations to develop activity links. 

 

Publicity: The Limits of IT and the Web  

One of the key issues is the difficulties of publicity reaching large numbers of people. 

Newsletters to existing members of organisations serve their internal publicity needs. 

Websites provide information for those who want to look to see what is happening. But: 

¶ Most people do not regularly re-visit the same website 

¶ Email alerts telling people about updates are an important back-up to remind people 

to revisit a site. 

¶ Many people do not have access to the web for a variety of reasoned: low income, 

fear and lack of knowledge of how to use computers. 

¶ There is still a role for leaflets through peopleõs doors and handing out at the 
stations and bus stops. 

¶ There is a still a role for posters in local shops.  

¶ But telling people you know face to face or on the telephone remains important. 

¶ How many members of community and voluntary organisations think about telling 

their friends and neighbours, emailing or texting them. 
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[Sean sets out some good ground rules for connections via public meetings, Festivals and Multi 

Purpose Centres. Under several key headings he outlines the issues and raises pertinent questions 

(which we have included in this brief summary). We would like to share these sections with 

particular organisations i.e. those identified as Strategic Community Centres and umbrella groups 

such as Battersea Forum. It might also be of relevance in helping Big Local SW11 take sound steps 

forward. N.B. This section needs to be considered in its entirety- the following is simply a list of 

headings and key questions] 

 

Community Cohesion  

What does it mean? Are there different meanings for different people? 

Some questions: 

 

¶ Was the idea of ôcommunity cohesionõ just another phrase for doing what a lot of 
organisations already did? 

¶ Did it add value to the way we think and therefore can work? 

¶ Who/what are the key influences on the dynamic relationships between and within 
the community? 

¶ Who/what are the fracture points for cohesion? 

 

What is ôcommunityõ? 

Questions:  

 

¶ What are the many varied ôcommunitiesõ in Wandsworth? 

¶ Which are more privileged than others? 

¶ Which are excluded or perceive themselves to be excluded? 
 

 

Multi -Purpose Centres [Included in Seanõs papers are some useful guidance points for multi 

purpose centres on community cohesion- these can be made available for any organisation wishing 

to sustain or set up a Multi- Purpose Centre] :  

 

Multi -Purpose Centres: The Illusion of and Potential for Connectivity  

 

The following are ten key characteristics for a good and well functioning community that 

have been identified. 

 

(1) A learning community, where people and groups gain knowledge, skills and 

confidence through community action. 

(2) A fair and just community, which upholds civic rights and equality of 

opportunity, and which recognizes and celebrates the distinctive features of 

its cultures. 

(3) An active and empowered community, where people are fully involved and 

which has strong and varied local organisations and a clear identity and self-

confidence. 

(4) An influential community, which is consulted and has a strong voice in 

decisions which affect its interests. 
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(5) An economically strong community, which creates opportunities for work 

and which retains a high proportion of its wealth. 

(6) A caring community, aware of the needs of its members and in which 

services are of good quality and meet these needs. 

(7) A green community, with a healthy and pleasant environment, awareness of 

environmental responsibility. 

(8) A safe community, where people do not fear crime, violence or other 

hazards. 

(9) A welcoming community, which people like, feel happy about and do not wish 

to leave. 

(10) A lasting community, which is well established and likely to survive.

¶ To what extent is Wandsworth such a community? 

 

 

How integral is community development?  

What do we know about the extent of Community Development in Wandsworth, where it 

is strong and where it is weak? 

¶ Which agencies employ community workers? 

¶ Do these workers provide general support for community activity or is their role 
more specialists? 

¶ How many community workers are employed and are they employed on a long 

term or time limited basis? 

¶ How many people are undertaking development with communities on an unpaid 
basis? 

¶ What support of organisations provide to people working with communities on 

an unpaid basis? 

¶ In which geographic neighbourhoods are there community workers (paid and 
unpaid)? 

¶ Are resources for community workers allocated in ways that promote equity 

within and between communities? 

¶ How many community workers employed by different agencies and those 
working in an unpaid basis work together?

There are probably very few community development workers in Wandsworth. So the 

essence of their work and approach needs to influence the way in which community and 

voluntary organisations try to understand and interact with their ôcommunitiesõ.

¶ Do learning opportunities exist for community activists and volunteers, 
community workers, managers, people from diverse professional and service 

backgrounds, school and college students, and elected members? 

¶ How can organisations work together to support the development of accessible

¶ What opportunities are there or organisations to learn together and with 
communities about partnership working? How can these opportunities be 

developed? 

 

Valuing Difference and Diversity [Including the concept of ôrespectõ] 

Relevance to Life in Wandsworth 

¶ How can individuals develop ôrespectõ if they do not meet with people in other 

social, cultural and ethnic groups? 

¶ To what extent are the suggestions outlined above being adequately met in 
Wandsworth through the work of the Council (education, social services, leisure 

& amenities, economic development, etc), the health service, the police, the 

employment service, private employers, and community and voluntary groups? 

¶ What more needs to be done in order to help create a more ôCohesive and 

Respectfulõ Wandsworth?

Lifetimes were not given the opportunity to participate in the original audit nor have sight of the 

original interview questions given to voluntary sector groups.  [Editorial note ς Now included as 

appendix 2] Lifetimes has carried out the core functions of a council of voluntary services since 2005 

for the whole of the Borough of Wandsworth, including Battersea.  Since 2010 funding for capacity 

building services have been cut dramatically especially for projects where outcomes are not 

guaranteed. The change in Funders requirements for tangible outcomes has not helped CVS or the 

small or emerging voluntary groups who require the type of capacity building support that is often of 

the hand holding slow development over many years.  Lifetimes has addressed this issue by 

providing training on a whole range of capacity building topics, network fora which addresses issues 

experienced by the sector and to which we invite and feed back to the local authority and statutory 

bodies. In depth information and other resources are available from our website and ebulletin.  We 

regularly hold Meet the Funders for the sector which acts as a conduit to attract funding to the 

borough.     Lifetimes has shown its commitment to the sector by investing its own reserves for a 

number of years  to maintain some of the services provided to the sector  and for which Funders 

(both statutory and private) are reluctant to support in this time of economic downturn.

Women of Wandsworth  have run a very active weekly Parent Forum drop in for the last 6 years, out 

of which many local  initiatives have  arisen, such as WoW Enterprise Club, Haven Lodge 

Intergenerational project, Spacemax, affordable afterschool classes for children, and many more.  

On page 16, ALTER at the bottom, you have mentioned that WoW Mums PLAN to run a Drama 

class, whereas we have campaigned for affordable classes for children in York Gardens Library(YGL) 

for two years  and have started delivering them in 2011.[Amended in main body of report- Editor.]  

We charge £1 per Drama class and £1 per Karate class and have raised £3200.00 within a year for the 

Friends of YGL, of which WoW Mums are stakeholders as well.
